DANCE PROCEDURES

Student behavior at dances will reflect all of the rules and expectations normally
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in place at Piedmont Middle School, including dress code!

Students who receive disciplinary referrals, have unexcused tardies, unexcused
absences or who have not attended detention may be ineligible to attend
dances!

Dress code: See dress code expectations in the PDMS Student Agenda.
No hats or sunglasses.

No running in the gym or halls at any time. You must remain in the designated
areas: gym, cafeteria, restrooms.

No sitting/standing on the cafeteria steps or cafeteria tables. All food and
drink must be consumed in the cafeteria. Bring pocket money for concessions!

ONLY Piedmont students may attend PDMS dances. No school-age guests,
“dates” or visitors are allowed. Parents are welcome to attend.

All students will remain in the building until the 5:30 dismissal time. Parents
may come in the building to remove students before 5:30. Students MAY
NOT call, wait outside or “check” outside for rides.

Students MUST be picked up at 5:30. Students remaining on campus after
6:15 will lose attendance privileges to other dances and/or school events.

Students MUST make all “ride” arrangements before the dance. They will
not be permitted to use the telephone to call home on Friday before, during or after
the dance.

Kissing, close embracing, suggestive dancing, front-to-back dancing, head-
banging, body-tossing, mosh-pitting or any other behaviors deemed not to be in
good taste will not be permitted. Students will receive a single warning about
inappropriate “moves”. They will then be removed and will sit out the remainder of
the dance in the office.
