8 at 11:59 p.m. I.  f your child will remain in or transition to Plan B for in-

person learning at school, two days a week, there is no action for your 

family.  Under Plan B, students are expected to attend school (in person) 

on their assigned day. Students who do not attend school will be 

marked absent.

Coaches Contact information can be found below 

 

Virtual Athlete/Parent Preseason Meeting: Due to limitations on gatherings, we will not be holding any in person 

preseason meetings.  All students interested in participating should follow the link below to our virtual meeting 

and complete the sign off.  This must be done before starting a sport.  This only needs to be completed ONE time 

for the 2020-2021 school year.  Teams will hold virtual parent nights after teams are selected.

UCPS Eligibility – Attendance Matters:  Union County Public Schools will enforce a previously used attendance 

rule as it relates to athletic eligibility. In order to be eligible for interscholastic athletics participation, students must 

have been in: 

 Daily attendance 85% (No more than 13 absences a semester) of the previous semester and must meet all 

applicable eligibility standards of the NCHSAA.  

 PowerSchool defines daily attendance as being present 2 blocks. Absences recovered through attendance 

recovery will not change the attendance record and therefore will impact opportunities including the ability 

to participate in interscholastic athletics. 

 Schools will have the opportunity to submit a hardship request based on a legitimate circumstance, such as a 

medical condition, which may have created an attendance hardship.
