The ACT will be administered for ALL Juniors on Tuesday, February 23.. Only Juniors will come to school on this day
and must arrive by 8:50 AM. Students who are drivers or are picked up by a parent may leave at the end of the test-
ing session at approximately 1:00 PM. Bus riders must attend classes until the end of the day at 3:45 PM, but may
leave early if a parent sends in a note and comes to pick them up. Bus riders can give the note to the teacher who
administers the ACT and will be given a pass. All other students should stay home and will have assignments to com-
plete in Canvas given by their teachers. Teachers will be administering the ACT and may not have live sessions on
MS Teams unless otherwise stated by the teacher. Please follow the directions of your teacher about where to go
and what to do. Students must bring an ID to be admitted to the testing location, a calculator, a beverage and
snack for the 15-minute break that will take place between section 2 and 3, and a pencil. Each student must create
an ACT account within 24 hours of completing the ACT on 2/23 or they will not have access to their score and can-
not send their score to colleges or universities. Each junior will receive instructions before leaving CATA on February 23
on how to create their account.
