Attendance and Absence Notes: Absence 

notes must be emailed and/or scanned to 

Mr. William Smith our data manager upon the 

student’s return to school in order for the ab-

sence to be considered excused. Absences 

will be coded unexcused in PowerSchool until 

an email excuse is received. Please allow 24 hours for ex-

cusal notes to be coded in PowerSchool. Students may fail 

if they have 8 or more unexcused absences per class. At-

tendance is taken each class period. Students will have a 

chance to recover up to three unexcused absences per 

class.
