▪ Students are allowed FIVE school days after the end of an absence to 
bring a parent/ doctor note to document the reason for the absence. A 
parent note must be signed by a parent or guardian with a work and 
home telephone number for further clarification.  An absence will be 
recorded as unexcused until the parent/ doctor note is submitted.
