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TARDY POLICY

Parents, it is important that students are on time for classes throughout the day. In order to
ensure that you are aware if your child is tardy to class we will begin to send home
notifications via our ConnectEd communication tool when your child has an unexcused
tardy. We do have consequences for excessive tardies at school and these can be found in
our PRHS Student Handbook. Staff at PRHS remind students that the expectation is to go
directly from one class to their next class, by taking the most efficient route possible. While
we allow 5 minutes for each transition, students should report to their next class as quickly
as possible and do not need the full five minutes. We find that students who take the most
direct path to get to class and do not go into different parts of the building are always on
time to class. If tardiness is due to a late bus they will be given a pass to class and will have
an excused tardy which does not count against them. Thank you for your support as we
teach our children the importance of being on time.
