The first semester
grade level assemblies will take place next week.


Additionally, all staff will complete required safety training and safety drills during the school year. Our
school also has many staff available to support student overall well-being such as our School
Counselor, Nurse, Social Worker, and Behavioral Health Therapist.


Parents and students are reminded of the importance of reporting bullying or anything that could
pose a threat to the students or staff. This can be done by reporting directly to a school staff member
or the school resource officer or through the Say Something anonymous report system. You can also
visit the UCPS website and click on "I Want To" and "Submit a Tip." Students and parents can also
report an anonymous tip using the UCPS Tip Line. To report a tip or for information about the Say
Something report system and the UCPS tip line, please visit the UCPS Student Support website or by
clicking HERE. We will also be reminding students of these resources during our grade level
assemblies.


For security reasons, students may only enter the building via the front entrance or the bus lot prior
to 8:10am. After 8:10am, all students will be required to enter the building through the front
entrance. Students are NOT to open exterior doors for other students. Stickers reminding students
of this expectation were placed on exterior doors this week. Parents, please discuss the importance
of complying with this safety expectation with your student.

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ARRIVAL & DISMISSAL / TRANSPORTATION

ATTENDANCE INFORMATION/REMINDERS

All visitors to the school must enter through the front doors of the school using the video doorbell
system. All visitors must check in at the main office during the hours of 7:30 am and 4:00 pm, which
are the main office hours on days that school is in session.


Forgotten Items/Drop Offs/Deliveries:
Students are encouraged to arrive at school prepared. Should a student need an item brought from
home, parents are permitted to do so. There will be a drop off table inside the main foyer just outside
the main office. The school will not be responsible for any items left in this drop off area. Classes will
not be interrupted for pick ups. Make sure to label them with your child’s first and last name. Please
plan ahead for events such as a forgotten lunch by arranging to have a balance in the student’s
cafeteria account. No deliveries will be accepted for students…this includes food, flowers, and other
gifts. Outside delivery services such as DoorDash, Uber Eats, etc will not be allowed access to drop
off items for students.

Weddington High School students may enter the building each day at 7:15 a.m. Entrances will remain
locked until that time.

Car Riders:
At arrival time, students are to be dropped off in front of the school. Please help us to keep car traffic
flowing efficiently by facilitating the quick but safe exit of your child from your car and by pulling your
car up as far as possible in the line. Students will enter through the main entrance of the school. At
dismissal time, students will exit the building from the main entrance. School personnel will be
supervising the process, but as is the case with arrival, we encourage you to stress with your
child/children the importance of safe habits. Please take note that parking and student drop
off/pick-up are not permitted in the student parking lot, staff lot, gravel lot, or the church across the
street during arrival and dismissal times. Additionally, the surrounding neighborhoods have
requested that we remind students and parents that neighborhood streets are not for parking and
dropping off / picking up students. Vehicles may be subject to being towed at the owner's expense.


Student Drivers:
Make sure that you are only parking in your assigned parking spot and have your parking sticker
visible as directed. Please be sure you allow plenty of time to and from where you are going to ensure a
safe arrival to campus each day. Remember to drive slowly in the student parking lot and lookout for
others.




The following are some important reminders for students from our attendance secretary, Mrs. Yost:

Attendance is the responsibility of the student, not the parent. I am here to help with any
questions or concerns. Come see me if needed.
If you miss more than 15 minutes of a class, you are ABSENT, not tardy.

BUS TRANSPORTATION

If you are absent, we need documentation from the provider. A note from your parent stating you
have an appointment will NOT excuse your time missed from class.
If you are absent due to illness/injury, but do not see a provider…a parent note is needed upon
your return to school stating your reason for the absence. This parent note should be clearly
legible with a phone # to call for verification.
Per the UCPS Student Handbook (4-1)…Your attendance will be finalized at the end of every
grading period. If you forget to submit a parent note, it will NOT be accepted once the grading
period is over.
An early dismissal request just gets you out of class, it does NOT EXCUSE your absence. You
MUST stop by the attendance office, prior to the start of school, for a printed EARLY DISMISSAL
pass. The teacher will NOT accept the written parent note to leave class.
Educational Excuse: Juniors and Seniors are allowed 2 college visits per school year. You MUST
submit documentation from the college to excuse your visit.
All school field trips and athletic events are excused. Outside school athletics are NOT excused.
If you accumulate more than 7 unexcused absences for the semester in any class, you will be
responsible for RECOVERY time at the end of the semester to get credit for the course.
TEACHER MADE EXAM EXEMPTIONS: 90 or above and only 2 unexcused absences / 80 or above
and only 1 unexcused absence.

Bus Riders:
Students will load and unload buses on the side of the school at the bus lot entrance. Students will be
directed to appropriate areas.

UCPS HIGH SCHOOL HANDBOOK

The Weddington High School cafeteria produces healthy and hot meals for our students. Children and
families are encouraged to utilize this service. Breakfast is served from 7:40-8:10. Unlike the 2021-
2022 school, ONLY students who complete an application and qualify for free and reduced meal prices
will receive free or reduced meals. The application for free and reduced meals along with directions for
completing the application can be found on the UCPS website under School Nutrition.


Weddington High School serves breakfast and lunch daily. There are four lunch periods. Students are
to eat in the cafeteria or courtyard area only. Students are to remain seated while in the cafeteria or
leave and go to a designated area. Students are not permitted to leave campus for lunch OR order
lunches to be delivered to Weddington High School.

CELLULAR SIGNAL NETWORK PILOT

COUNSELING DEPARTMENT

We are continuing to utilize the convenience of online form completion through FamilyID for your
required back to school forms. FamilyID is a secure registration platform that provides you with an
easy, user-friendly way to complete forms, and helps us to be more administratively efficient and
environmentally responsible. When you register through FamilyID, the system keeps track of your
information in your FamilyID profile. You enter your information only once for each family member for
multiple uses and multiple programs.

Forms are currently available to complete via FamilyID. The due date to complete all required school
forms is Friday, September 23rd by 11:59pm.

Poor cell phone reception is a challenge within Union County and across North Carolina. The causes of
bad cell signals fall under two categories: localized poor coverage due to building materials or
destructive interference, and geographical distance from the nearest cell tower. The result is
ineffective communications within the school buildings and connectivity to parents/guardians.


Technology Services and Operations teams have explored two solutions for improving cellular signal
coverage within school buildings for all students and staff members while establishing greater
connectivity in the community. Listed below are details of this effort:



A new network has been established for Wi-Fi calling at Parkwood, Piedmont, Porter Ridge,
Weddington, and Forest Hills High schools. This “UCPSCellular” network will be piloted at these
selected schools and will only allow call and text features (no internet) without password
requirements. This will only be effective within areas of wireless connectivity.
Agreements with a vendor have been reached to research cell phone towers on selected school
campus locations (Weddington High School being one of them) to improve connectivity in and
around the community. This long-term solution will not only improve signals within school
buildings, but also extend to outside common areas such as athletic fields, parking areas and bus
lots.

After a successful pilot period with the five high schools, this network will be enabled for all locations.
Thank you for your patience while new avenues for communication are tested.
