High School students will not be required to take a teacher-made final exam in a course in the
following situations:

o Thestudent has an average of 90 or above the week prior to the administration of the exam and
has no more than 2 unexcused absences in the class; or

o The student has an average of 80 or above the week prior to the administration of the exam and
has no more than 1 unexcused absence in the class.

2nd Semester Attendance Recovery

Students who have 8 or more Unexcused Absences (this includes Out of School suspension days) are
required to complete Attendance Recovery.
