A common problem that students may experience with connecting to the Internet from home on their chromebooks
is that they will get a gray ZScaler screen asking for a login. This will always happen the first time a student tries to
log in at home on the school device. To get past this issue, students should log in with their usual login — LEAVING
OUT THE WORD ‘student’ and using their normal password.

Example: If their regular login is 1234567 @student.ucps.k12.nc.us, then to get past this ZScaler screen they should
type in 1234567 @ucps.k12.nc.us and then their usual password.
