● FAFSA - Opens December (2024-25)

○ use income/tax information from 2022



SAT & ACT
● If you need to improve test scores, sign up immediately
● If you are going to a community college → you should NOT take the SAT 

or ACT
● Most colleges will accept either SAT or ACT scores → no preference & 

weigh scores equally
● Many North Carolina schools are test optional for the upcoming school 

year
● Fee Waivers are available for students on free or reduced lunch! Stop by

COLLEGE APPLICATIONS 
● Make sure you send in all the required materials for a complete application
● Includes:

○ Application
■ Letters of Rec, Essays

○ Application Fee (or Fee Waiver) 
○ Official SAT/ACT scores (if required)
○ Transcript

■ MUST move college(s) to “Applying To” list in Scoir
■ Choose correct application deadline!  (Early Action vs. Regular Decision)

○ Residency Number (if required)



● Send transcripts electronically for FREE with your Scoir student 
account
○ NC Colleges & Out of State Colleges

● Send transcripts electronically for FREE online at CFNC: 
www.cfnc.org 
○ Application Hub / Request a Transcript

○ NC Colleges / Community Colleges 

○ Must still list colleges in Scoir account

• Platform used by counselors and teachers to send transcripts, letters of 
recommendation, and additional supporting documents to colleges

• Notify counselors and teachers by adding schools you are applying to in the 
“applying to” or “applied” column in SCOIR
– Otherwise we will not know to send your documents

Type the name of 
the college in the 
search bar. Click 
the name of the 

college to add it to 
your list of schools 
you are applying 

to.



Be sure to indicate when and 
how you are applying to the 

college. Click “Save” when you 
are finished.  



LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION

● Ask at least 2 weeks before the recommendation is due
● Invite them in SCOIR 
● Provide recommender with necessary information

○ Brag Sheet Survey (located in SCOIR)
○ Resume

● Be specific or they will write generic recommendations!
● Be intentional about who you ask



Brag Sheet Survey



Before requesting letters of 
recommendation, be sure you 

have colleges on your “Applying” 
list. If you don’t, you won’t be 
able to request a letter from a 

specific school.



Click on “Application 
Documents”.



From this page you can click to 
“Request a Recommendation” or 

“Request a Fee Waiver”.



1. Type the teacher’s name. It 
will automatically appear for 
you to choose.

2. Click the box if you are 
requesting a letter for a 
specific college. Type the 
college in the box (it must 
be on your “Applying” list)

3. Type the subject of the 
message to send to your 
teacher. 

4. Write a little message to 
your teacher asking for the 
letter.

5. When finished, click “Send.”

Military Options
● Different military branches visit SVHS throughout the year
● The ASVAB test is REQUIRED (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery) 

for entrance into the military
● SVHS will offer the ASVAB test 9 times this year!

○ Fall: September 14, October  12, November 2, January 11

○ Spring: February 15, March 14, April 25, May 4, and May 9

○ Sign up in ROTC Classroom - Room 128/130



Residency Determination Service  (RDS)
● North Carolina Residency – 12 month resident
● Online application for all students applying to a NC college 

that are seeking:
○ In-state tuition
○ NC state grant for financial aid

● Not a resident – don’t try to claim residency!
● Public & Private colleges
● Students will be given a Residency Certification Number 

(RCN) to enter on applications



Financial Aid
● 2 Main Types of Financial Aid

○ Need-Based Aid

○ Merit-Based Aid

● 4 Ways Financial Aid is Given

○ Scholarships

○ Grants

○ Work-Study

○ Loans

● Must complete FAFSA to qualify for financial aid!

● Free Application for Federal Student Aid
○ Opens in Dec. 
○ Based on 2022 tax forms 
○ www.fafsa.gov 

● Complete the CSS Financial Aid Profile
○ Opens Oct. 1
○ Only 5 schools in NC: Duke, Davidson, Wake Forest, Chapel Hill, Elon

NC PROMISE
● Four schools in North Carolina participate in the NC Promise 

program which significantly reduces tuition to $500 per 
semester.
○ Elizabeth City State University 
○ Fayetteville State University
○ The University of North Carolina 

at Pembroke
○ Western Carolina University

○ Check college website for any separate scholarship applications and 
deadlines 

● Local Scholarships

○ Listen for scholarship announcements!

○ Not just those you accept but ANY you are offered
