SENIORS - Financial Aid For College

The 2025-2026 FAFSA - Free Application for Federal Student Aid is now open

Create your account at StudentAid.gov - takes 1 to 3 days to process account registration. If you
have an account log in.

Once processes apply early using the 2025-2026 FAFSA to find out what financial aid you
may be eligible for in college next year.

Financial aid is available for trade schools, community colleges and universities.

NC students filling out the FAFSA may qualify for the Next NC Scholarship, which
benefits most students from households making $80,000 or less. The scholarship fully
covers tuition and fees at any community college or more than half, if not all, of tuition and
fees to attend any public university in the state for eligible students
