All juniors took the ACT on March 7, 2023 at school. This was a required state test for juniors.
Students were registered at school for this test date. There was no cost for this administration.

Students need to check with the colleges they are interested in to see if an ACT or SAT test is required.

For additional testing students may register for a Saturday national test. There is a fee for national testing.
Students who have a financial need should check with their counselor if they are eligible for fee waiver

You can send your scores to 4 colleges with no extra fee when signing up for the test. If you do not list the
colleges when registering you will have to pay to send them later if you want the college to receive your scores

Students can now apply online for the 2023 Summer Term High School Programs at Boston University, via our website.
This coming summer, they are offering five pre-college programs, each of which provides rigorous and collaborative
college life experiences that will enable students to gain a strong sense of their personal and academic potential. Here
is a brief overview of each:

High School Honors is a six-week residential, commuter, or online program in which students take Boston University

undergraduate courses and earn up to 8 transferable college credits. Students must be entering their junior or senior

year of high school in fall 2023.

RISE Internship/Practicum is a six-week, non-credit residential or commuter program in which students conduct

scientific research in a university lab under the guidance of a faculty mentor. Students must be entering their senior

year of high school in fall 2023.

Academic Immersion (AlIM) is a three-week, non-credit residential or commuter program for students to focus

intensively on a single academic topic while experiencing life on a college campus. This summer we are offering three
AIM tracks: Introduction to Experimental Psychology; Introduction to Medicine; and Creative Writing. Each track
combines classroom work in the subject area with hands-on experiential learning activities. Students must be entering

their junior or senior year of high school in fall 2023.

Summer Challenge is a two-week residential or online program in which students take two non-credit seminars of their
choice and experience college life. Students must be entering their sophomore, junior, or senior year of high school in
fall 2023.

Summer Preview is a one-week, non-credit residential or commuter program in which students explore one subject of

interest while previewing the college experience. Students must be entering eighth grade or their freshman or

sophomore year of high school in fall 2023.

For students curious about what it means to be a journalist, reporting and producing news that informs communities,
the Scripps Howard Emerging Journalists Program at Elon University provides the ideal platform to explore their media
interests.

The goal is to engage hundreds of high school students from around the country, providing hands-on journalism
experience. Through the program’s virtual component, students will participate in four interactive learning
sessions and build foundational journalism skills.

The second phase of the program, Immersion, brings high school juniors to Elon for a summer on-campus residential
learning workshop.

Additionally, students who complete the Immersion program will be assigned two mentors — an Elon communications
student and a professional journalist — to help identify, report and produce multimedia stories during their senior year of
high school.

There are countless opportunities in journalism, and the Exposure component of the Emerging Journalists Program is
designed to give you the foundational skills to see what a collegiate or professional career could look like as a
storyteller.

Participants in the Exposure experience get access to virtual educational opportunities throughout spring 2023 to learn
about journalism and communications careers and the importance and power of their voice. Although each session
assumes no previous journalism knowledge, even students who already are involved in high school publications will
walk away with new skills and perspectives.

*Four learning sessions on foundational journalism skills, including News Gathering & Writing; Editing & Design;
Photojournalism & Multimedia Broadcast; and Law & Ethics.

*A certificate of completion for completing all four session assessments.

*High school juniors from diverse socio-economic, racial or ethnic backgrounds who successfully complete the
Exposure experience will be invited to apply for the Immersion experience, a 12-day, experiential learning workshop on
Elon University’s campus with travel, lodging, meal and instructional expenses paid for by EJP.

Anyone may apply to take part in the Exposure experience. There is no cost, although participants will need to have
access to technology for accessing virtual sessions and completing assessments.
