Union County Public Schools is committed to providing all students with the best tools they need for a
quality education. UCPS is proud of its 1-1 access model for students in grades 3 — 12. These
students receive a Chromebook, which provides access to digital content for educational purposes.

At the start of the 2023-2024 school year, UCPS will reinstate a technology fee. Families will be
responsible for paying a $30 annual technology user fee per student in grades 3 — 12. This fee
inciludes accidental insurance coverage and will ensure that students have the most robust
technology available to enhance individualized learming and resources for any necessary repairs. The
technology fee will be waived for students who qualify for free lunch.

Students can now apply online for the 2023 Summer Term High School Programs at Boston University, via our website.
This coming summer, they are offering five pre-college programs, each of which provides rigorous and collaborative
college life experiences that will enable students to gain a strong sense of their personal and academic potential. Here
is a brief overview of each:

High School Honors is a six-week residential, commuter, or online program in which students take Boston University

undergraduate courses and earn up to 8 transferable college credits. Students must be entering their junior or senior

year of high school in fall 2023.

RISE Internship/Practicum is a six-week, non-credit residential or commuter program in which students conduct

scientific research in a university lab under the guidance of a faculty mentor. Students must be entering their senior

year of high school in fall 2023.

Academic Immersion (AlIM) is a three-week, non-credit residential or commuter program for students to focus

intensively on a single academic topic while experiencing life on a college campus. This summer we are offering three
AIM tracks: Introduction to Experimental Psychology; Introduction to Medicine; and Creative Writing. Each track
combines classroom work in the subject area with hands-on experiential learning activities. Students must be entering

their junior or senior year of high school in fall 2023.

Summer Challenge is a two-week residential or online program in which students take two non-credit seminars of their
choice and experience college life. Students must be entering their sophomore, junior, or senior year of high school in
fall 2023.

Summer Preview is a one-week, non-credit residential or commuter program in which students explore one subject of

interest while previewing the college experience. Students must be entering eighth grade or their freshman or

sophomore year of high school in fall 2023.
